Impacts
Traffc

More than 130 people
have recently felt the
direct impact of the increased
presence of Oklahoma City
police in the Quail Creek

neighborhood. Traffc
citations.
For years the Home

Owners Association has been
struggling with several traffc
problems plaguing Quail
Creek. Our offce routinely
receives complaints  from
residents with traffc
concerns. Cut through traffc
involves citizens using the
streets of Quail Creek to
avoid traffc lights at busy
intersections such as North
May at Memorial, Hefner and
North May to name a few.
These drivers rarely heed the
neighborhood speed limit, 25
miles per hour, or stop signs.
Another ongoing problem
for our neighborhood is
residents committing the same
violations.

Quail Creek’s Home
Owners Association hired off
duty Oklahoma City police
to enhance our security
efforts last year. In addition
to the off duty offcers in the
neighborhood, the Association
has worked diligently to
get the City of Oklahoma
City to investigate our traffc
dilemma. That investigation/
study is showing that indeed
people are foating stop signs
and speeding up and down the
streets of Quail Creek.

Police have issued over
130 tickets recently in Quail
Creek and the City is studying

Skilled identify thieves use a variety of methods to steal your personal information, including:

Common Ways ID Theft Happens:

Dumpster diving. They rummage through trash looking for bills or other
paper with your personal information on it.

Skimming. They steal credit/debit card numbers by using a special
storage device when processing your card.

Phishing. They pretend to be financial institutions or companies and
send spam or pop-up messages to get you to reveal your personal
information.

Changing your Address. They divert your billing statements to another
location by completing a “change of address” form.

“Old-fashioned” Stealing. They steal wallets and purses; mail,

including bank and credit card statements; pre-approved credit card
offers; and new checks or tax information. They steal personnel records
from their employers, or bribe employees who have access.

Identify Theft

Deter identity thieves by safeguarding your information.

Shred financial documents and paperwork with personal information
before you discard them

Protect your Social Security number. Don’t carry your Social Security card
in your wallet or write your Social Security number on a check. Give it our
only in absolutely necessary or ask to use another identifier.

Don’t give out personal information on the phone, through the mail, or
over the Internet unless you know who you are dealing with.

Never click on links sent in unsolicited emails; instead, type in a web
address you know. Use firewalls, anti-spy, and anti-virus software to protect
your home computer; keep them up-to-date. Visit OnGuardOnline.gov
for more information.

Don’t use an obvious password like your birth date, your mother’s maiden
name, or the last four digits of your Social Security number.

Keep your personal information in a secure place at home, especially if
you have roommates, employ outside help, or are having work done in
your house.

Detect suspicious activity by routinely monitoring your financial and billing statements.
Be alert to signs that require immediate actions:

Bills that do not arrive as expected

Denials of credit for no apparent reason

Calls or letters about purchases you did not make
Unexpected credit cards or account statements

Inspect:

Your credit report. Credit reports contain information about you,

including what accounts you have and your bill paying history.

¢ The law requires the major nationwide consumer reporting
companies—Equifax, Experian, and TransUnion—to give your a free
copy of your credit report each year if you ask for it.

¢ Visit www.AnnualCreditReport.com or call 1-877-322-8228, a service
created by these three companies, to order your free credit reports
each year.
